Dr. David Stein is the Co -Director of the Down Syndrome Program at Boston Childrenõs Hospital. 

He is a pediatric psycologist within the Division of Developmental Medicine at Boston Childrenõs, 

and an instructor at Harvard Medical School. Dr. Stein is also a faculty member of the Leadership Education in          

Neurodevelopmental and Related Disorders (LEND) fellowship at Boston Childrenõs. Dr. Stein is a native of Boston who 

began working with children with Down Syndrome during his own childhood, volunteering with a local advocacy group. 

He completed his bachelorõs degree at Tufts University, majoring in Clinical psychology with a Child Development      

concentration. Dr. Stein completed his doctorate in psycology at William James College, his internship at Harvard     

Medical School/The Cambridge Hospital, and his post -doctoral fellowship at Boston Childrenõs Hospital. Dr. Stein was a 

keynote speaker at the 2016 National Down Syndrome Congress Convention.
